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Film beckons Boreanaz

Television fans can rest easy — David Boreanaz isn't deserting the small screen any time soon.

But the heartthrob, who made his name on the cult hit Buffy The Vampire Slayer and then as the title character in the spinoff series Angel, is making a concerted effort to score more face time in film.

His latest foray into the cinema has him playing husband and father Keith Clark who gets roped into sleeping with three teenaged friends in the new Canadian film These Girls.

When Keira St-George (Caroline Dhavernas) and Lisa MacDougall (Holly Lewis) find out that their friend Glory Lorraine (former Much VJ Amanda Walsh) is sleeping with Boreanaz's rebellious character, they launch a plan to force the unwitting Clark into pleasing them all. They find that the seemingly perfect arrangement is anything but ideal. 

"As far as my life is concerned I want to take steps that make sense so when it is time to go to that next level, I can just grow into the next experience," Boreanaz says of his desire to do more movie work. "Doing films ultimately for me would be the goal, picking and choosing and saying I'd like to do two films during the year."

With his new show Bones set to debut on the Fox network in the fall, the 36-year-old Buffalo native says he's never fretted that a long-time career in television could in any way hamper his ability to land film roles. In fact, his plan is to use television to further boost his stock in Hollywood.

"The new show that I'm working on is an opportunity to create a character that will help me get to certain levels with other films and help me get myself seen to the huge writers and directors that I want to work with," he says.
